Minor Student Conduct Form

Epifania.

e Excessive tardiness, absences and disrespectful behavior are actions for immediate
dismissal from Epifania and the host family.

¢ Alcohol, tobacco or drug use will not be tolerated. Any student with possession of or under
the influence of alcohol or drugs will be immediately dismissed from Epifania. Epifania will
not be responsible for any extra expenses of the student for returning home after
dismissal and no refunds will be given for the unused portion of the program not used.

e All students should carry insurance information and sufficient funds or credit card for any
medical emergencies.
